Asking a Blessing

The children and servants shall go to the table with folded hands and reverently, and say:

The eyes of all wait upon Thee, O Lord; and Thou givest them their meat in due season; Thou openest Thine hand, aind sat
the desire of every living thing.

Note: To satisfy the desire means that all animals receive so much to eat that they are on this account joyful anceef, §ood ch
care and avarice hinder such satisfaction.

Lord God, Heavenly Father, bless us and these Thy gifts, which we take from Thy bountiful goodness, through Jesus Christ
Lord. Amen.
