Standing in the Gates of the Lord 
òI was glad when they said to me, ôLet us go to the house of the Lord!õó ~ Psalm 122:1 

Grace is blessed with a large Narthex where folks can 
gather and talk Royals baseball or the various ailments 
our children get at school. Trinityõsñthough marked by 
the beautiful stained glass of the Baptism of Christñis 
quite a bit smaller, which sometimes limits our conver-
sations. The separation between the Narthex and the 
Sanctuary in both congregations is marked by doors. 
Once that threshold is crossed, a different world is en-
tered: in the Sanctuary we stand in the gates of the Lord.  
 

But how is one to stand in these gates? What separates 
the Narthex from the Sanctuary? How are we to act in-
side; and what about outside? What is left at the doors, 
and what comes with us as we go into the house of the 
Lord? 
 

Perhaps itõs because of the larger Narthex, but at Grace 
thereõs quite a bit less small talk within the doors of the 
Sanctuary. At Trinity, for a time, we had signs at the 
door asking for reverent silence upon entering. Why?  
 

Well, itõs certainly not because we want to stifle joyous 
conversation, or the friendship of the saints who gather! 
Thereõs nothing stuffy about itñitõs just that the place 
inside the doors is different than outside. Not magically 
so, by the way, but different in what is given and       
received. The Sanctuary is only called the sanctuary ðthe 
holy place ð because that is where Christ Jesus comes to 
us with His flesh and blood for the forgiveness of sin. 
Outside the doors He is certainly presentñjust as He is 
omni-present, that is, present everywhere as God.     
However, the presence of God can be located in a 
uniquely wonderful way within the gates of the       
Sanctuary. This presence is marked by an altar, and is 
held in a chalice. Here, God is uniquely present for you.   
 

Because of this for-you-presence we recognize with 
thankfulness that this space is now different. It becomes 
the meeting place of heaven and earth. And with that, 
our demeanor changes. This place should be comfort-
able, but differently so than a coffee-shop, or your      
living room. It should be comfortable because here God 
is for you: to comfort your burdened conscience, to heal 
your fatal disease, to give you hope and a future and 
the certainty of whatõs to come! But not comfortable in 
the way that you might kick your feet up and sip a 
soda. Our comfort in  this place comes from faith  

ñfaith that confesses who God is for me here and now.  
 

This place, though comfortable, is not common. It is not 
everywhere. Itõs not outside the Sanctuary doors. Out-
side the sanctuary doors is the common place: the place 
for ribbing each other in joy; for sports and politics; for 
twirling kids and sipping coffee. Outside the gates isnõt 
badñnot by a long shotñbut itõs different than inside. 
And with that, so is our behavior, and our dress, our 
conversation, and our focus.  
 

Within the gates of the Lord our minds are set at atten-
tion of the Lord and His work for us and for all. Sure, 
some of this attention is spent trying to help our kids sit 
(relatively!) still, and to fold their hands while praying, 
and not rip the hymnal out of their siblingsõ hands! 
Sometimes our attention gets called away by a dropped 
bulletin, or by a rabbit looking in the window at Grace. 
But, for the most part, our ears and eyes (sometimes 
even our noses!) are fixed on Christ and His Word, His 
promise, His love for us.  
 

So that we can devote our hearts and minds to Christ 
and His salvific work for us, let us try to remove unnec-
essary distractions. Certainly, this doesnõt mean to re-
move children from the gates of the Lord! They learn to 
focus their thoughts and minds on Christ by the disci-
pline and example of their parents and the saints who 
sit with them. But it means we should limit our side 
conversations, quiet our voices, and keep our cell-
phones silenced and safely stowed for after the service.  
 

It also means that when we enter the gates of the Lord, 
we ought to allow for the faithful meditation of His 
Word, and the prayers of His saints. Especially at the 
beginning of the service, it would be wonderful for 
there to be an opportunity to turn our hearts and minds 
from the common things of this world ñthe cares and 
plans and activitiesñto our Lord. You might turn to the 
front of your hymnal for prayers, and read the Scrip-
tures for the day. Sometimes this takes more than a 
minute or two.  
 

Let us be respectful of one another, and together fix our 
eyes on Jesus, the Author and Perfector of our faith. 
And as we go, let the common joys be shared!

What? You glance at your watch. You are seated at your regular pew 

10 minutes before the beginning of the Divine Service! How did this 

happen? Almost always you are walking in just as the processional 

hymn is starting. What do you do? Easy. Grab the hymnal. Open the 

cover. You see PRAYERS FOR WORSHIP. Four of the seven 

prayers are immediately apropos: On entering a church;     Before 

worship; Before confession and absolution; For blessing on the 

Word. Or if you need more prayers, something for a family member 

or a close friend, start on page 305. You will find 13 pages of 

prayers. Or, look in the bulletin. Peek at the hymns for the day. Find one or two of them. Use them as medita-

tive prayers. 

    Wow, how quickly those ñextraò ten minutes have passed. You were so caught up in these ten minutes of 

intercessions, that you hardly heard pastorôs announcements. And, just that quickly you hear a loudness in the 

organistôs playing. You recognize it. The processional hymn is beginning. It signals the beginning of the first 

of two parts of the Divine Service (Word & Sacrament). Standing is normal. The cross is normal. Facing the 

cross is normal. You have even begun to bow as the cross (the symbol of your redemption) passes your pew. 

You may even make the sign of the cross remembering your holy baptism where that sign was made upon you 

to mark you as one redeemed by Christ crucified. 

    But even in the passing of the cross you notice some not bowing, some not crossing themselves. Are you 

more holy? Are they less holy? No. Our liturgy allows a wide range of personal actions. Always in reverence. 

Always with order. Even our nationôs military rites are done in reverence and in good order. And these to the 

honor of men. How much more so in the church to the honor of God? 

 As the hymn concludes, the Triune Name of God is spoken. It is spoken using the hands again, with the sign 

of the cross. Then a different action. Kneeling. The pastors kneel. You wonder, ñMay I also kneel?ò Yes, you 

may. You wonder, ñDo I have to kneel?ò No, you do not have to. You may if you desire (and your knees hold 

up!). You remember your childhood church. That church had flip-down kneelers. All used to kneel, even your 

aged grandparents. You also remember Psalm 95, one of your favorites: Oh come let us sing to the Lord; let 

us worship and bow down; let us kneel before the Lord, Our Maker. 

  The pastor pronounces the absolution to you. So comforting! As he speaks it, another cross sign is made. 

The thought passes through you mind as you cross yourself again, ñThere certainly is more to Lutheran Wor-

ship than the four Ssðstanding, sitting, singing and speaking!" 

     That thought is still in your head when your pastors walk up the steps to the altar as they sing. Thatôs right; 

these verses from the psalms are called the Introit, an Entrance. Makes sense. They óenterô the altar area. Their 

hands are folded in a dignified way, palm-to-palm. Precisely. Military men also make precise and sure move-

ments with their hands, saluting. And, as all begin singing another Trinitarian invocation, heads bow. But only 

during the naming of Father, Son and Holy Ghost. Heads and eyes are lifted to heaven by the time all begin to 

plead to the Lord and His Christ ñto have mercy upon me.ò As the pastor chants, ñGlory be to God on highò a 

loud chorus suddenly follows, ñand on earth peace, goodwill toward men!ò Echoes of angels in the fields? On 

the night of Jesusô birth? Surely! The congregation sings this with gusto! Almost all know it from memory! 

This chorus ends with another variation of the Trinitarian invocation, ñO Christ, with the Holy Ghost, art most 

high in the glory of God the Father.ò Is it OK to bow the head? If you desire, sure. 

     Then, before a very short prayer, the pastor turns, extends his hands and says, ñThe Lord be with you.ò You 

may feel inclined to extend your hands back to him as you say, ñand with thy spirit.ò You may. You donôt 

have to. Just donôt walk up to the altar and hug him!

Common Doxologyó was written by Thomas Ken in 1674 as 
the concluding verse of a morning hymn, òAwake, My Soul, 
and With the Sun,ó and an evening hymn, òGlory to Thee, My 
God, This Night.ó The lyrics are appropriate for any time of 
giving or thanksgiving. Consider using this hymn as your 
Thanksgiving dinner prayer.   
 
    Praise God from whom all blessings flow;  

Praise him, all creatures here below;  

Praise him above, ye heavenly host;  

Praise Father, Son and Holy Ghost.  

 
Some church bodies have altered the words to òThe Doxologyó 
slightly, but the overall sentiment ñ   praising the Triune God 
ñ remains the same. How profound to know that when we 
sing it, we join Christians around the world and across nearly 
440 years!

Thoughts from Pastor Brockman continued...... 

     The highpoint of the ñWordò part of the Divine Service begins with the three readings: Old Testament, 

Epistle and Gospel. As you have come to know over many years of listening to these Bible readings, they can 

be of variable lengths. But, the most important reading is the third reading, the Holy Gospel. Why? Because 

this reading is about some aspect of the life of Jesus. There are ceremonies connected to this reading that donôt 

happen with the other two readings. The congregation stands and sings simultaneously as the organ breaks out 

with the booming notes of the Triple Alleluia. The reading of the Gospel is moved from the lectern to the pul-

pit with a lifting of the book, an elevation of the book and a carrying of the book to the pulpit. The announce-

ment of the specific reading is accompanied by a chant of the congregation. The reader of the Holy Gospel will 

cross his head, lips and heart, something all hearers MAY choose to do as well. May our knowledge, words 

and desires all be in accordance with our Lordôs. When the reading is complete, another acclamation and re-

sponse between reader and hearers is said or chanted. At times, the Gospel reading may be done in the middle 

of the aisle, reminding listeners that the Word became flesh and dwells in our midst and that the proclamation 

of the Word Made Flesh is to go into all the world. At other times, the entire Gospel reading may be chanted 

by the reader. All of this ñpomp and circumstanceò makes it abundantly clear what part of the first portion of 

the Divine Service is superior. The Gospel! 

     All remain standing for the creed (usually Nicene, but at other times Apostlesô or Athanasian). Here too are 

unique ceremonies attached. At the words ñand was incarnate by the Holy Spirit of the virgin Mary and was 

made manò all may genuflect (take one knee) or kneel (both knees). It is so because we Christians are so hum-

bled by the fact that God became man. The creed ends with the words ñthe life of the world to comeò and yet 

another sign of the cross. Again, we are humbled by the fact that Christ went to the cross so we can have life. 

Paul said is succinctly, ñWe preach Christ crucified.ò 

      The Hymn of the Day, the Sermon, the Offering and the Prayers conclude the first part of the Divine     

Service. 

     Next month, the second part (pillar) of the Divine Service: The Service of the Sacrament.

This list began the other night.  I had just taken the new pup out to do her business at 3 AM and had trouble 

falling back to sleep.  First one hymn came across my mind and then many more.  As a church, we have such a 

strong heritage in our Lutheran Hymnal.  Oh, a few songs are hard to sing, but the majority of them we sing 

with great joy and happiness.   
 

My first pastor, Rev. Pardieck always insisted the Confirmation kids sing in the worship services.  He So he 

personally rehearsed us, which meant we had to learn the tune and the words.  How embarrassing it was to 

mess up when Mom and Dad, Grandpa and Grandma, and other siblings were sitting just a few feet away and 

hearing every word out of your mouth.  Did you say, ñJust mouth the words?ò  Rest assured, you would hear 

about it during the Sunday meal following the service. It made no difference if you could sing or not, we did 

our best to make a joyful noise unto the Lord.   So, the first hymn I learned was Glory Be to Jesus 433 followed 

shortly by Beautiful Savior 537. 
 

Confirmation class seems so long ago now.  However, those days in Confirmation were just the beginning.  As 

I collected hymn titles for this article, I suddenly realized just how many hymns I love and cherish.   I do not 

think it would be possible to choose just one favorite hymn.  Every hymn expresses Godôs love for me.  Unlike 

so many newer songs, which express the idea:  ñWhat I do for God.ò  Join me, lift high our voices in love and 

praise to God our Heavenly Father.

From Our ConfessionséThe Smalcald Articles  
Of the False Repentance of the Papists. (Part Two)  

 
 

20] Here, too, there was no faith nor Christ, and the virtue of the absolution was not declared to him, but upon his  

enumeration of sins and his self-abasement depended his consolation. What torture, rascality, and idolatry such  

confession has produced is more than can be related. 

21] As to satisfaction, this is by far the most involved [perplexing] part of all. For no man could know how much to 
render for a single sin, not to say how much for all. Here they have resorted to the device of imposing a small  

satisfaction, which could indeed be rendered, as five Paternosters, a day's fast, etc.; for the rest [that was lacking] of the 
[in their] repentance they were directed to purgatory.  

22] Here, too, there was nothing but anguish and [extreme] misery. [For] some thought that they would never get out 
of purgatory, because, according to the old canons, seven years' repentance is required for a single mortal sin.  

23] Nevertheless, confidence was placed upon our work of satisfaction, and if the satisfaction could have been perfect, 
confidence would have been placed in it entirely, and neither faith nor Christ would have been of use. But this confi-
dence was impossible. For, although any one had done penance in that way for a hundred years, he would still not 
have known whether he had finished his penance. That meant forever to do penance and never to come to repentance. 

24] Here now the Holy See at Rome, coming to the aid of the poor Church, invented indulgences, whereby it forgave 
and remitted [expiation or] satisfaction, first, for a single instance, for seven years, for a hundred years and distributed 
them among the cardinals and bishops, so that one could grant indulgence for a hundred years and another for a  

hundred days. But he reserved to himself alone the power to remit the entire satisfaction.  

25] Now, since this began to yield money, and the traffic in bulls became profitable he devised the golden jubilee year 
[a truly gold -bearing year], and fixed it at Rome. He called this the remission of all punishment and guilt. Then the 
people came running, because every one would fain have been freed from this grievous, unbearable burden. This 
meant to find [dig up] and raise the treasures of the earth. Immediately the Pope pressed still further, and multiplied 
the golden years one upon another. But the more he devoured money, the wider grew his maw. Later, therefore, he 
issued them [those golden years of his] by his legates [everywhere] to the countries, until all churches and houses were 
full of the Golden Year.   

26] At last he also made an inroad into purgatory among the dead, first, by founding masses and vigils, afterwards, by 
indulgences and the Golden Year, and finally souls became so cheap that he released one for a farthing. 

27] But all this, too, was of no avail. For although the Pope taught men to depend upon, and trust in, these indulgences 
[for salvation], yet he rendered the [whole] matter again uncertain. For in his bulls he declares: Whoever would share 
in the indulgences or a Golden Year must be contrite, and have confessed, and pay money. Now, we have heard above 
that this contrition and confession are with them uncertain and hypocrisy. Likewise, also no one knew what soul was 
in purgatory, and if some were therein, no one knew which had properly repented and confessed. Thus he took the 
precious money [the Pope snatched up the holy pence], and comforted them meanwhile with [led them to confidence 
in] his power and indulgence, and [then again led them away from that and] directed them again to their uncertain 
work.  

28] If, now [although], there were some who did not believe [acknowledge] themselves guilty of such actual sins in 
[committed by] thoughts, words, and works, ñas I, and such as I, in monasteries and chapters [fraternities or colleges 
of priests], wished to be monks and priests, and by fasting, watching, praying, saying Mass, coarse garments, and hard 
beds, etc., fought against [strove to resist] evil thoughts, and in full earnest and with force wanted to be holy, and yet 
the hereditary, inborn evil sometimes did in sleep what it is wont to do (as also St. Augustine and Jerome among  

others confess),ñstill each one held the other in esteem, so that some, according to our teaching, were regarded as 
holy, without sin and full of good works, so much so that with this mind we would communicate and sell our good 
works to others, as being superfluous to us for heaven. This is indeed true, and seals, letters, and instances [that this 
happened] are at hand. 

29] [When there were such, I say,] These did not need repentance. For of what would they repent, since they had not 
indulged wicked thoughts? What would they confess [concerning words not uttered], since they had avoided words? 
For what should they render satisfaction, since they were so guiltless of any deed that they could even sell their  

superfluous righteousness to other poor sinners? Such saints were also the Pharisees and scribes in the time of Christ.

BOOK OF THE MONTH  

I Trust When Dark My Road:  

A Lutheran View of Depression 
Todd A. Peperkorn 

(St. Louis: Lutheran World Relief and Human Care, 2009, 102 pages) 
 

This little booklet has already served its purpose countless times overðit has literally saved lives. It gives voice to the 

voiceless and sympathy to the one who thinks heôs all alone. Itôs a book about depression, but not abstractlyðitôs about 

one Pastorôs battle with depression. Pastor Peperkorn, who lives to tell his struggle, reveals the inner depths and the bot-

tomless pit of depression. Thank God for Pastor Peperkorn and the Lordôs deliver-

ance of him and others who suffer with him. 

The bookôs Forward is by Synod President Matthew Harrison, in which he relates 

the battle of depression to earlier pastors in our Synodðnotably the lament of the 2nd 

President, Friedrich Wyneken. Harrison reveals one of the major misconceptions 

about depression when he says: ñMany go untreated, ashamed, and believing that a 

óstrong faithô would preclude such difficulties, and so the path to wellness is through 

a restoration of such faith. Not soò (p.2). 

After the Forward is the Introduction by Dr. Beverly Yahnke, a licensed clinical  

psychologist, who serves as the executive director for Christian counseling for    

Doxology and as a department chair and professor at Concordia University Wiscon-

sin (CUW). Yahnke laments: ñSadly, clinical depression is often misunderstood as a 

character flaw, a deficit of will or an absence of sufficient faith. Some glance aside, 

wagging their heads sadly beliving that depressed people simply donôt choose to 

ósnap out of itô or that they just donôt choose to ósuck it upô and get on with what it is 

theyôve been given to doò (p.5). 

Depression is the plague that no one has felt free to speak ofðmost especially in the 

ministryðuntil fairly recently. Pastor Peperkornôs book is evidence of where weôve come; and so is Doxology (The      

Lutheran Center for Spiritual Care and Counsel). Thank God the voices are speaking up and out about this debilitating  

disease. Thank God pastors are getting help and the support they need. I think Pastor Peperkorn puts it most pointedly 

when he says that ñdepression must surely be a first cousin to hell on earthò (6). This is what many Christians go through 

all too often, pastors included.  

There are 10 chapters in the book, each between 5 and 15 pages. And through these pages Pastor Peperkorn tells his story. 

This isnôt a clinical or theoretical discussion of depression. Itôs an account of how he planned to kill himself and how he 

was saved. He reflects on the pain of depression within the family, the Church, and what went on in his own mind. He  

honestly speaks of his anger and anxiety, how he would close himself off and not want to see anyone, even his own wife. 

He talks of the disability he suffered from this depression and how there was no hope for himðhe thought. Chapter nine is 

the grim tale of Thinking the Unthinkable: can a Christian commit suicide? Thank God Pastor Peperkorn was given the rest 

and hope he needed. Thank God there was a treatment: medical and spiritual. He was prescribed a heavy dosage of the 

Gospel along with the necessary pills to fix what wasnôt a spiritual disease. In the epilogue he admits there is no end, or 

magic bullet to finish off the depression. Itôs a cross he and many others bear. And letting his reflection end on the cross is 

right where it needs to be. 

Each chapter ends in prayer and questions to ponder. The goal of this book is to be self-reflectiveðto consider your story 

in light of his. In the end, thereôs a list of recommendations for what to do if a loved one suffers from depression: prayer, 

communication with them and their spouse, giving space, but not avoidance, and never to give up. Finally, thereôs a list of 

recommended reading that is surely helpful to all.  

I highly recommend this book, even if you donôt think depression is something that particularly plagues you. The book is 

free and can be downloaded as a PDF online. Pastor Peperkorn also keeps a blog on the topic of depression. You can visit:
