) precious fruit of the earth, being patient about it, until it receives the early and the late rains. ¢ You
also, be patient. Establish your hearts, for the coming of the Lord is at hand.” JAMES 5:7-12
This Bible reading appeared on a daily LOGOS.com page. It struck me a little because of the
ﬂ o7t surgery just completed and the healing process taking place within my body. In the mornings I awake
yﬂuf' ready to take on the world. About thirty minutes later, I am in the chair with pain and cramps where
ﬂg&lé’on the staples once indicated the extent of surgery. And so the day goes, feel better, try to accomplish

some little thing, pay the price for several hours.

Being patient has never been easy for me. Solve the problem and move on to the next problem was my motto. When the prob-
lems were really big or difficult to solve, it often meant nights of little sleep. For some reason, I could solve problems in my
sleep. However, this meant little true rest before beginning the next day. Many a school paper or Sunday sermon was written
while I was a sleep. I often would bound from bed at 2 AM because my mind was on fire with the words needed to be complete

an assignment.

I never could understand how a farmer could be so patient. It seems like the rain always came at the wrong time; either the
seeds cannot be planted; or the fields are too wet for the harvest equipment. And then the seeds were planted and the rain so

needed to begin the growth cycle would not come; but the weeds always seemed to grow.

And then there was my grandfather, A. J. He could sit on the front steps with his knife and piece of wood contemplating all the
things he needed to do for the longest time. He never seemed to rush to accomplish something. Everything he did was done

with a purpose. And he always got things done in a timely fashion.

Whatever the reason, God has slowed me down again. I think he does it to a lot of us at sometime in life. Grace members
have experienced in the last two years, eleven months, and several days since we have had a pastor. I have been asked the
question multiple times "why is it taking so long to call a pastor." And now I am asking, " Have we learned anything during this
vacancy?" "Just how will we respond to the new pastor?" "Are we as a congregation and members of God's kingdom ready to
move ahead with "Soon-to-be" Pastor Boyle?" Will the words, "We tried that once before and it didn't work" and "that's not the
way we usually do things" be wiped from our minds? "Will we be like the farmer who patiently waits for the rain, sun, and the

crops to grow?"

God has blessed us with a young man called by God to be our shepherd. There will be changes. And yes, change can be very
hard. But often times we are impatient and begin complaining before change even begins. We become impatient and want
things to happen immediately instead of allowing the Holy Spirit to work in us and all those around us. I often think about the
Israelites in the desert complaining about the food God provided. But for just for a minute think about the outcry that would be

heard had God failed to deliver the manna just once.

As a congregation we embark on a new journey with a new shepherd yet it is the same old road we travel. As we begin our

journey may this prayer be on our lips:

Heavenly Father, bless the ministry of Geoff Boyle among us. Make each of us eager to walk with him, work

with him, and to reach out to everyone with the news of forgiveness and salvation. AMEN

STEWARDSHIP THOUGHTS FOR AU6UST
“Who needs August?”

What do you do when you are in a “wariting room?”
Browse through some magazines, read a book, day dream or do
some people watching? We often find ourselves in “waiting
rooms” of various kinds. We might be in a real “waiting room”
or we might be in a “waiting room” of our own making. When
we are in a “waiting room” ours lives seem like they are put on
hold. We have finished what we were doing and we're waiting
to get on to the next project or activity. So, "waiting” can be
pretty boring.

August is perhaps the most boring month of the year.
The early summer crops have been harvested. The crops
planted in the spring are now growing and corn and soybean
farmers are watching and waiting. Summer vacations are wind-
ing down.
